Kim Halford is Professor of Clinical Psychology at Griffith
University. He completed his PhD at Latrobe University in 1978,
and has worked for the last 28 years in a mixture of clinical,
academic and management positions. Kim was Head of the
School of Applied Psychology at Griffith University from 1995 to
2001, and Director of the Psychological Health Research Centre
from 2002-2006, and Director of the Griffith Institute of Health
and Medical Research in 2007. Prior to working at Griffith he
held a conjoint appointment as Reader in Clinical Psychology
at the University of Queensland and Chief Psychologist at Royal
Brisbane Hospital.

Kim's major research and clinical interests focus on couple
relationships. He has published 4 books and over 120 articles on
couple therapy, relationship education, and coping with cancer
diagnosis and treatment. Kim has provided workshops on couple
therapy and relationship education throughout Australia, New
Zealand, the United States, Canada, Mexico, China, Greece,
Germany, the United Kingdom, Spain, and Italy. Approximately
10,000 professionals have undertaken specialized training in
work with couples in Kim'’s workshops in the last 20 years.

Kim's work has been recognised in a series of awards. For
example, in 2002 he was a Rockefeller Foundation Bellagio
Distinguished Scholar-in-Residence, received a Distinguished
Career Achievement Award from the Australian Association of
Cognitive and Behaviour (AACBT) in 2003, was appointed as a
Fellow of the APS in 2003, and was Distinguished Kellog Visiting
Chair to Brigham Young University in the United States in 2004.

Kim is married to Barbara, who is also a psychologist, and
they have two adult sons Chris and James. He is a tragically
passionate Brisbane Lions supporter, avid reader, keen cyclist,
loves travel, and is an enthusiastic but unskilled tennis player,
skier, photographer and surfer.
