Corporate Overview

The Board of Management and mem-
bers of staff were shocked and saddened
to learn of the death, on 17 April 1998,
of the Director, Dr Harry McGurk. Harry
came to the Institute with an international
reputation for his research into family
matters, and he brought to the role of
Director a strong commitment to social
justice issues, especially those involving
children. His energy, vitality and dedica-
tion is greatly missed.

The Board and members of staff were
deeply saddened by the death, on 13
June 1998, of our colleague, Principal
Research fellow, Dr Kathleen Funder.
During her 15 years with the Institute,
Kate played a crucial role in the
Institute’s research agenda, most notably
the place of children in society and the
adaptations of parents and children to
the psychological and economic after-
math of marriage breakdown. She was
recognised in Australia and internation-
ally for the quality and policy relevance
of her research, her many publications
and her commitment to scholarship.
Colleagues miss Kate and the ability she
had of inspiring in others the interest,
initiative and energy which she possessed
in abundance.

Research, Contracts,
Activities

The year 1997-98 has seen the existing
triennial core research program
(1995-98) draw to a close. Detailed
reports of research projects appear in
Section 3, and a summary of Research
Project Performance for the year is
included at the end of Section 3 of this
Annual Report.

Work is now well under way for the new
research program for the next triennium
1998-2001. Details of the plan are still
being developed but will centre in the

following areas of research: the life
course of families; family formation,
dissolution and reformation; parenting,
child care and child protection; and
social exchanges.

During the year the Rotary Health
Research Fund continued its support of
the Institute’s evaluation of ‘Looking
After Children’ — a new initiative in the
provision of out-of-home care services
in Victoria — by granting the Institute a
further $35,000 to enable the project’s
completion.

The Commonwealth Office for the
Status of Women awarded the Institute

a contract to collect data, within the
context of the ongoing Australian
Divorce Transitions Project, on the
occurrence of violence between divorced
and divorcing couples.

The Lincoln Gerontology Centre of
LaTrobe University, with which the
Institute has previously collaborated, has
awarded the Institute a further contract
to collect data on its behalf within the
context of the Centre’s project on
healthy retirement.

Following a process of selective tender
and a presentation to the Department by
the then Director, Dr Harry McGurk, the
Institute was invited by the Children’s
Services Program of the Department of
Health and Family Services to form a
partnership with another tenderer to
undertake a feasibility study of children’s
routine exposure to formal and informal
non-parental child care.

In consequence, a contract to carry out
the feasibility study was awarded to a
partnership comprising the Australian
Institute of Family Studies and the
Australian Consortium for Research in
Early Childhood - the latter comprising
senior academic personnel from the
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departments of early childhood studies
at the Queensland University of
Technology, Macquarie University, and
the University of Melbourne. The work
was completed in March 1998 and a
report submitted to the Department that
included specific recommendations
concerning the design, data collection
methods and management of a national
longitudinal study of outcomes of non-
parental child care in Australia. The
Department is now considering how
such an undertaking might be funded
and will make recommendations to
Government as appropriate.

Other contracts awarded during the year
included the evaluation of the Family
and Neighbourhood Links (FANL) and
Enhanced Client Outcomes (ECO)
projects for the Victorian Department of
Human Services. Also conducted on
behalf of the Department of Human
Services was an evaluation of the
Melbourne Western Metropolitan
Region family outreach service.

The first stocktake of Youth Suicide
Prevention activities was published in
March 1998. The evaluation of the
National Youth Suicide Prevention
Strategy is currently being undertaken.

The National Child Protection Clearing
House continued to develop and
attracted ever increasing support.
Currently the Clearing House holds
over 3000 items directly related to child
abuse/neglect.

The Institute’s web site continued to
grow and now includes several new
features. An average of approximately
1200 visitors per month have accessed
the site.

New Minister

Following a reallocation of portfolios by
the Prime Minster the Hon. John
Howard in October 1997, the Institute
has a new reporting Minister. The Hon.
Warwick Smith was appointed Minister
for Family Services and honoured the

Institute with a visit on 9 February 1998.
During his visit the Minister spoke with
staff over morning tea.

Board of Management

The Board of Management of the
Institute met on three occasions during
1997-98. Two new members of the
Board, Mrs Susan Bastick and Dr Sarah
Kennedy, took up their appointments in
February 1998. The term of appoint-
ment of the Board’s Presiding Member
Ms Ann Sherry expired on 10 May 1998
and she has been replaced by Dame
Margaret Guilfoyle. The term of appoint-
ment of Ms Adele Horin, who has served
on the Board since 1994, expired on 20
June 1998. The contributions made by
both Ann Sherry and Adele Horin have
been most appreciated.

Social Justice and Equity

As a Commonwealth-funded agency,
the Australian Institute of Family
Studies is committed to the active
pursuit of the principles of Social
Justice and Equity. The Institute has
adopted a Social Justice and Equity
Strategy, the intent of which is to
ensure that its research reflects the
diversity of families in Australia, and
that the Institute’s information and
related services are accessible and
relevant to all members of the
Australian community. In particular,
the Institute is concerned to ensure
that justice and equity is not impeded
on account of language, culture, race
or religion. The extension of the
Parenting-21 research project to
include respondents from the Islander
communities of the Torres Strait is a
demonstration of our commitment in
this respect.

Within the Institute, social justice and
equity issues are addressed in the context
of an Institute Consultative Committee
(ICC) comprising representatives of
management, staff and the Community
and Public Sector Union.
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Staffing/Human Resources

With the death of the Director, the
Institute’s Business Manager, John
Shelton, has been Acting Director since
April 1998.

The year saw several staff leave the
Institute, with the resignations of David
de Vaus (Research Manager), Anna
Gemmell (Library Assistant), Simon
Gibbons (Information Technology
Officer), Rosalind Moye (Assistant
Editor), and Viviana Lazzarini (Research
Officer).

During the year a number of appoint-
ments were made: Dr Trevor Batrouney
as consultant acting in the capacity of
Research Manager; Dr Mary O’Dowd
and Penny Mitchell to the positions of
Research Fellow; Anna Buratti, Jody
Hughes, Belinda Murray and Robyn
Parker to the positions of Research
Officer; Joan Kelleher and Robin Jeffs to
the positions of Librarian; Melissa Veit to
the position of Information Technology
Officer; and Sana Habib to the position
of Library Assistant.

Workforce Planning

With planning for the new triennial
research plan nearing completion, work
commenced to ensure that staffing
resources to match the plan are suffi-

cient and flexible enough to achieve
planned outcomes. Since March 1998,
resources have been invested in ensuring
staff are exposed to family policy
development and implementation.
Accordingly, several senior officers from
the Department of Health and Family
Services have visited the Institute to brief
staff on relevant issues.

During the year, resources continued to
be invested in competency-based training
and career enhancement.

Agency Bargaining

Negotiations with staff in respect to a
Workplace Certified Agreement, as
specified in the Workplace Relation Act
1996, are near completion.

Business Management

With the introduction of the
Government’s new financial management
initiatives, much of the time of the
Finance Manager and his staff has been
spent on redesigning the Institute’s
financial system to reflect the introduction
of full accrual budgeting and accounting.
The task is now complete.

The Institute remains in a strong financial
position. Financial Reports for 1997-98
are contained in Section 8 of this Annual
Report.

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Structure and Functions

Structure and Functions

The Institute was established in February
1980 under Part XIVA of the Family Law
Act 1975. As described in S.114B(2) of
Part XIVA of the Act, the functions of
the Institute are:

(a) to promote, by the conduct,
encouragement and coordination of
research and other appropriate means,
the identification of, and development
of understanding of, the factors affecting
family and marital stability in Australia,
with the object of promoting the protec-
tion of the family as the natural and
fundamental group unit in society; and

(b) to advise and assist the Minister in
relation to the making of grants, and
with the approval of the Minister to
make grants out of moneys available
under appropriations made by the
Parliament for purposes related to the
functions of the Institute and the
supervising of the employment of
grants so made.

Carrying out these broad functions
involves the Institute in the following
areas of activity:

Research: To study and evaluate matters
which affect the social and economic
wellbeing of all Australian families.

Information: To inform Government
and other bodies concerned with family
wellbeing and the public about issues
relating to Institute findings.

Promotion: To promote the development
of improved methods of family support,
including measures which prevent family
disruption and promote marital and
family stability.

Dissemination: To publish and otherwise
disseminate the findings of Institute and
other family research.

More specifically, the following functions
are performed:

* monitoring of demographic and social
changes in Australian families and
identification of implications of such
changes for social policy;

¢ conduct of research on the operation
and effects of the Family Law Act and
other legislation affecting the rights and
obligations of family members;

¢ conduct of research on factors
influencing how families function with
the object of understanding the
consequences of social policy changes
and recommending relevant means of
promoting family wellbeing and stability;

e conduct of research, consultations and
reporting on the effect of Federal and
State legislation and proposed changes
in legislation and programs on the ways
families function;

¢ dissemination of information and
research results via media, information
publications, public seminars and other
means, with the object of improving
public understanding of factors affecting
marital and family wellbeing;

¢ encouragement of broader research
on Australian families;

* acting as a national centre of
information about Australian families.

Operation of the Institute

From its establishment in 1980 until
June 1989, the Institute operated within
the Attorney-General’s portfolio. In June
1989, the Institute was transferred to the
portfolio of the Minister for Social
Security. Following the Federal Election
of March 1993, the Institute was moved
to the Health, Housing, Local
Government and Community Services
portfolio, with transfer arrangements
formally effected from 1 July 1993. In
March 1994 the portfolio was restructured
and the Institute relocated to the
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Department of Human Services and
Health. Since the Federal Election of
March 1996, the Department has been
renamed Health and Family Services.
The Institute has remained with the
Department, reporting to the Minister
for Family Services, The Hon. Warwick
Smith.

Part XIVA of the Family Law Act 1975,
as amended by the Family Law Reform
Act 1995, provides for the structure of
the Institute to consist of a Director
and a Board of Management appoint-
ed by the Governor-General, staff
members employed by the Director on
behalf of the Commonwealth, and
other persons engaged in the same
manner to assist as consultants or
otherwise. The Director and other
Board members hold office for a
period not exceeding seven years,

as is specified in the instrument of
appointment, and are eligible for
reappointment. Staff numbers are
limited to levels approved by
Government but there is flexibility
within the Institute’s one-line budget.
For 1997-98 the approved staffing
level was 45 people including the
Director. In addition, the Institute
hires fixed-term and casual staff and

consultants for specific research
projects or functional tasks as they
are needed.

The general direction of the Institute is
entrusted to the Board of Management
which comprises the Director and four
or more other members. Subject to the
Board’s general direction, the Director is
required to manage the affairs of the
Institute.

The Board’s responsibility is exercised
primarily through the process of setting
broad guidelines for the operations of
the Institute and receiving regular
reports from the Director to enable the
Board to be informed whether the
provisions of Part XIVA of the Family Law
Act are being complied with. The Board
does not engage in the day-to-day man-
agement of the Institute; its role is to
ensure that the Director has

established appropriate plans, policies
and procedures for the efficient and
effective management of the Institute
and that the Parliament is informed on
the manner in which the Institute’s
activities are performed.

The Minister may request the Board to
arrange for the Institute to engage in a

The principal objective of the Research, Service Review and Evaluation
Program is to promote, by the conduct and encouragement of
fundamental and applied research, understanding of the factors
influencing the capacity of Australian families to function effectively.
To this end, research activities are designed to:

1. Expand knowledge, inform the policy process and improve public
understanding of:

o factors affecting the social and economic wellbeing of families
across the life course;

¢ social, economic, legal and normative factors related to
changing patterns of family formation, dissolution and reformation;

e factors that promote effective parenting and caring for children in
families;

e child protection;
e caring and wellbeing of families in later life;
e living standards of Australian families;

e trends in the demographic, social and values structures of
Australian society affecting families.

2.Encourage and coordinate wider research aimed at improving
understanding of factors affecting marital and family wellbeing
among policy makers, service providers and the public at large.




Research, Service Review and Evaluation

Overview

Solid progress was made in 1997-98 in
implementing the core studies included
in the Institute’s Research, Service
Review and Evaluation Program. The
Program identified six core areas of
research: family wellbeing across the life
course; family formation, dissolution and
reformation; parenting young children;
child protection studies; ageing, later life
families and family care; and the living
standards of Australian families. The
Program also monitored demographic
trends related to families.

A summary of Research Project
Performance in 1997-98 is included at
the end of this section.

The focus during the 1997-98 year has
been on data analysis and publications in
several of the major studies. These
included Stage 1 of the Australian Family
Life Course Study; the Housing Across
the Life Course Study; the Later Life
Families Study; Parenting 21; and the
Australian Divorce Transitions Project.
Outputs from these studies will continue
to be produced in the following year.

The Institute has also undertaken a
number of research consultancies in
areas consistent with its research direc-
tions. These include: Impact of Violence
on Post-Separation Negotiations and
Financial Outcomes, for the Office of
the Status of Women; evaluations of
child protection pilot projects, for the
Department of Human Services Victoria;
evaluation of an out-of home (public)
care pilot project being implemented by
the Department of Human Services
Victoria.

During 1997-98, the Institute’s Computer
Assisted Telephone Interviewing (CATT)
unit provided services for many of the
Institute’s own research projects as well
as for external contract research
projects. Examples of the latter include a

survey of carers for the Department of
Social Security; the Melbourne
University Neighbourhoods Study, the
Health Status of Older People and
Healthy Retirement Studies (Lincoln
Gerontology Centre, La Trobe
University).

A number of projects were completed
in 1997-98. For example, Newtown
Revisited, a study of a particular commu-
nity undertaken in conjunction with the
University of Newcastle, came to an end;
a major publication will be forthcoming
early in the next calendar year. A joint
project was completed on the Economic
Cost of Child Abuse and Neglect in
South Australia with the South
Australian Office of Families and
Children. Two papers from the Later
Life Families Study — ‘Dimensions of
Retirement’ and ‘Intergenerational
Relations and Social Transfers’ — were
also published. During 1997-98, a
number of discussion papers on the
prevention of child abuse were
completed for the New South Child
Protection Council. The Housing across
the Life Course Study resulted in the
following publications: ‘Social
Polarisation and Housing Careers’
and ‘Public-Private Mix in Housing
Policy Reform’.

Projects nearing completion include: a
report on Impact of Violence on Post-
Separation Negotiations and Financial
Outcomes, a monograph on Work and
Family, and working papers on
Sterilisation and Ex-nuptial Births. In
addition, two working papers from the
Australian Divorce Transitions project,
one on Spousal Support and the other
on Superannuation, are nearing
completion.

The Institute has engaged in a number
of collaborative ventures with Australian
universities, Commonwealth and State
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Government departments and agencies.
These include the Australian National
University, Sydney University, Melbourne
University, the University of Queensland,
the University of Newcastle, the
Department of Social Security, the
Australian Housing and Urban Research
Institute, the Australian Council for
Educational Research, the Family Court

of Australia, Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander Health Services, among others.

Taken together, the 1997-98 Research,
Service Review and Evaluation Program
adds substantially to the increased
understanding of factors affecting
Australian family wellbeing.

Family Wellbeing Across the Life Course

Families are engaged in constant processes of transition to which adaptive adjustment
is the essence of stability. To understand family stability, therefore, is to understand the
processes in which families engage to maintain equilibrium and thereby provide for the
nurture and care of their members. This section of the Research, Service Review and
Evaluation Program focuses on different aspects of family wellbeing and adjustment
and has implications for developing policies appropriate to supporting families of
different types and at different points in their lives.

Australian Family Life
Course Study (Stage 1)

The Australian Family Life Course Study
is a national longitudinal panel survey of
individuals aged between 25-50 years,
living in varying family circumstances.
Individuals aged less than 25 years but
with primary parenting responsibility for
a child are included in the sample. The
first stage of the survey was conducted
during the latter half of 1996 using the
Institute’s Computer Assisted Telephone
Interviewing (CATI) unit. The second
stage is scheduled for the next financial
year.

The study examines wellbeing for a
range of family types at major transition
points within the life course. Its broad
aim is to achieve a better understanding
of how the major demographic, social
and economic changes over the last 30
years have affected family functioning
and family wellbeing and stability.

Family relationships and family function-
ing are explored in relation to economic
resources, social integration and support,
family composition and intergenerational
links and other demographic variables
such as urban rural differences and
ethnic background.

There are five major research areas in

the study:

o employment patterns across the life course—
the labour force attachment and careers
of men and women across the life
course, including work preferences and
values;

* demographic analysis of pathways to family
Jformation, dissolution and reformation — the
prevalence and diversity of different
types of family formation and reformation
and the implications for children; also
fertility issues concerning the number of
children, timing of the first birth, and
spacing of children and incidence of
sterilisation;

* families caring— a comparison of family
functioning and wellbeing among families
caring for a member with a disability,
long-term illness or frail aged with
families who do not have these caring
responsibilities;

® family functioning and wellbeing — a com-
parison of families with a child with a
disability or health problem with families
with children without health problems;

* intergenerational links — the impact of
family background characteristics on
family values about intergenerational
support and caring and on gender roles.

The Australian Family Life course survey
has generated conference papers, Family
Madters articles and a Briefing Paper. A
book on work and family, funded by
Esso, is near completion and further
research findings will be published
during the next six months.

Housing Across the
Life Course

This project investigates how one com-
ponent of the family life course, the
family housing career, is changing in
the face of significant economic,
demographic and social change.
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A phase of qualitative data collection,
comprising a series of in-depth
interviews was undertaken, following the
completion of the quantitative data
collection. The in-depth interviews
explored the family, employment and
housing-related reasons for every
locational move for 66 respondents.
The research technology of the
Institute’s Computer Assisted Telephone
Interviewing (CATT) unit was successfully
extended into this area of qualitative
data collection.

Data from this project have continued to
be useful in informing developments in
Commonwealth housing policy. The
project team gave oral evidence to the
Senate Community Affairs References
Committee Inquiry into Housing
Assistance and tabled further written
submissions; evidence which was drawn
upon in the final report of the Inquiry.
A paper delivered to the Social Policy
Research Centre conference at the
University of New South Wales has
been published in the conference
proceedings.

The project has also continued to
inform public discussion on housing
issues, with a recently released Working
Paper and journal article reporting a
decline in Australia’s home ownership
rate, particularly amongst young families,
attracting considerable media interest.

Research, Service Review and Evaluation

A collaborative venture extending the
work of the project has been undertaken
with the Australian Housing and Urban
Research Institute and the University of
Sydney through an Australian Research
Council Grant that will investigate time
series data on housing tenure, adequacy
and costs, in relation to different age
cohorts, income groups and household

types.

A further collaboration has commenced
with the Australian Council for
Educational Research. Drawing upon
the Longitudinal Survey of Australian
Youth, access to home ownership by
young Australians will be investigated.

Negotiations with the Department of
Social Security have been finalised for
the completion of two reports: the
mobility and tenure choice of public and
private renters, and intergenerational
transfers of accommodation support.

Research, Service Review and Evaluation

Family Formation, Dissolution and

Reformation

The Institute was established with the broad goal of improving the understanding of
factors affecting marital and family stability. The marked changes in family formation
and dissolution in recent years have far reaching implications for family functioning and
wellbeing. This component of the Research, Service Review and Evaluation Program
is designed to identify the role of values, the law and support programs in processes
of family formation and dissolution and in making the transitions that these family

changes involve.

Australian Divorce
Transitions Project

This project aims to study the process of
divorce and its consequences for par-
ents; to examine the impact of divorce
on an older cohort of couples for whom
the issues of employment, housing,
superannuation and future security are
important concerns; and to provide a
children’s perspective on divorce as an
extension of work undertaken in the
Institutes’s Consequences of Marriage
Breakdown Study. The study:

* re-examines and extends the economic
and social aspects of divorce presented
in the first two volumes, Seitling Up and
Settling Down, emanating from the
Consequences of Marriage Breakdown
Study, and provides a contemporary
basis for the evaluation of the impact of
changes in family law and social policies
over the last decade;

* examines matters of justice and equity
as they relate to older people who divorce
in terms of employment, retraining, social
security provision and future security
through superannuation entitlements,
and builds on existing knowledge
derived from the former Consequences
of Marriage Breakdown Study;

* provides a benchmark for evaluating
new legislation concerning children in the
Family Law Reform Act 1995, and informs
debate in the consideration of children’s
views in matters concerning contact and
living arrangements, child support and
wellbeing after parental separation.

Working Papers to inform policy debates
on child support, matrimonial property
division and superannuation, spousal
support, current trends in child contact,
and living arrangements are currently in
preparation.

Violence and Financial
Outcomes Project

This study, commissioned by the Office
of the Status of Women — Legal, Violence
and International division, examines the
prevalence of violence for divorced men
and women and its relevance to property
settlement and financial outcomes post-
separation. A report has been completed.

Sibling Relationships and
Adjustment to Parental
Divorce

There is scant information available to the
Family Court on how to make decisions in
the best interests of the child, particularly
when decisions can affect children from
the same family differently. This project
aims to explore the function of the sibling
relationship for children during and
following the divorce of their parents with
a view to assisting the Family Court in
making decisions relating to residential
and contact arrangements.

The project is being undertaken in
conjunction with the Family Court of
Australia and the University of
Queensland Family Centre. The first
wave of data collection is under way.
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Research, Service Review and Evaluation

Parenting Young Children

Families play a core role in the care and nurture of children, in their socialisation, and
in the transmission of values from one generation to another. This part of the
Research, Service Review and Evaluation Program focuses on issues relating to the care
of children: how parents care; the impact of work on care; and the use of formal and

informal child care.

Parenting-21

Parenting-21 explores how Australian
parents from a variety of cultural
backgrounds pass on their values to their
children. The study focuses on child
rearing practices and attitudes, and how
these relate to cultural beliefs about the
nature of childhood. Parenting-21 is
linked to an international consortium
of research teams carrying out similar
projects in Italy, the Netherlands,
Poland, Spain, Sweden, and the United
States.

The study aims to provide a detailed
picture of how ordinary Australian
families are raising their children today,
preparing them for life into the next
century; to evaluate the influence of
cultural background on raising children;
and to contribute to discussions regard-
ing the development of support services
for families with young children.

The sample for the first component
consisted of 378 families Australia-wide.
The sample for the second component
comprised Australian families from
Anglo and Vietnamese communities in
Melbourne.

Data collection and preparation is
complete for the national, Anglo and
Vietnamese families. Data analysis has
focused mainly on the Anglo sample
with results forming part of the interna-
tional collaborative research project due
to be presented at an international
conference. It is envisaged that data
analysis of the three samples of families
will be completed by 30 June 1999.

The Office of Aboriginal and Torres
Strait Islander Health Services of the
Department of Health and Family
Services awarded the Institute a contract
to extend the scope of Parenting-21 to
include remote communities of the
Torres Strait Islands. This extension of
Parenting-21 is being undertaken in
collaboration with the University of
Queensland.

The methodology has been especially
designed to take account of the linguistic
and cultural backgrounds of the commu-
nities of the Torres Strait. It includes
focus and family group discussions,

and interviews with key informants.
Fieldwork will be undertaken from July
to October 1998 in six of the Torres
Strait islands.
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Research, Service Review and Evaluation

Child Protection Studies

To complement the Institute’s responsibility for the National Child Protection Clearing
House, a number of research projects on child protection and child abuse prevention
have been undertaken. The purpose of these studies is to identify the ways in which
child abuse prevention is being undertaken in various parts of Australia; to contrast the
effectiveness of different strategies; and to examine appropriate models of service
delivery in the area of child and family support.

Evaluation of a Victorian
Pilot Implementation of
Looking After Children

With support from the Rotary Health
Research Fund of Australia, the Institute
is conducting an independent evaluation
of a new initiative in the provision of
out-of-home care services currently being
implemented on a trial basis by the
Department of Human Services Victoria,
Protection and Care Branch.

The Looking After Children (LAC)
initiative is a practical program which
focuses on seven key areas of children’s
wellbeing. The intention of LAC is to
create an environment in which children
in care receive a level of care and
support comparable to other children.

The Institute’s evaluation will determine
how well the LAC initiative contributes
to the physical and psychosocial
wellbeing of children and young people
involved in the trial, and will also consider
the extent to which LAC promotes the
continued involvement of the family of
origin in the lives of their children.

Data collection is close to completion,
and a final report to stakeholders, as well
as a detailed Institute publication, will be
produced by December 1998.

Child Protection and Family
Wellbeing Project Evaluations

In 1997 the Institute was contracted by
the Department of Human Services
Victoria to conduct the evaluation of
three innovative child protection/family

wellbeing strategies being piloted in
various regions of the State. Each has
focused on ensuring that children and
their families had access to services
which would assist them to address
family problems and prevent child
maltreatment. These projects are: the
Family and Neighbourhood Links
(FANL) project; the Enhanced Client
Outcomes (ECO) project; and the
Western Metropolitan Region Pilot
Family Outreach Service.

FANL and ECO projects

The Family and Neighbourhood Links
project is based on research in the areas
of family support and child protection
that indicates the importance of social
support to family functioning and good
parenting. It reflects a shift in approach
towards prevention and early
intervention, particularly in regard to
family breakdown and child abuse. The
essence of the FANL project is to
enhance the supporting mechanisms
currently available to families.

The Enhanced Client Outcomes
approach aims to provide a system of
responses to child abuse reports received
by Protective Services which recognise
the varying degrees of risk and diversity
of needs within the client population.

To achieve Department of Human
Services objectives, the Institute has
designed an evaluation which enables a
comparison of regions implementing
both FANL and ECO projects with
others piloting the ECO project alone
and a ‘no treatment’ region. Data
collection is currently under way, with
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the expectation that the project will be
completed, and final reports provided to
the Department of Human Services in
December 1998.

Pilot Family Outreach Service

In partnership with Burgell Consulting,
the Institute gained the contract to
evaluate the Western Metropolitan
Region Pilot Family Outreach Service.
The Pilot Service was developed as a
12-month joint project undertaken by
the Primary Care and Protective Services
Programs of the Western Metropolitan
Region of the Department of Human
Services. The objective of the Pilot
Service was to accept referrals from
families, service providers, protective
workers and the community at large
regarding situations where there were
concerns about family functioning.

Research, Service Review and Evaluation

The aim of the program evaluation was
to assess the comparative benefits of the
Pilot Family Outreach Service with a view
to promoting and implementing
effective models on a mainstream basis.
Specifically, an assessment is made of

the extent to which the Service has
produced improved outcomes for

users, especially when compared with
alternative service approaches, including
no intervention. Data collection for the
project has been completed and a final
report is expected to be submitted to the
Department of Human Services in late
July 1998.
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Research, Service Review and Evaluation

Ageing, Later-life Families and Family Care

This aspect of the Research, Service Review and Evaluation Program focuses on the
role of families in later life. It examines intergenerational relationships, care of and by
older people, and factors that encourage independence and wellbeing among families

in which there are older members.

Later Life Families Study

The Later Life Family Study of 721 men
and women aged 50-70 was conducted
in late 1996. Men and women in later
life experience a number of life course
transitions — retirement either anticipated
or taken, becoming grandparents, and
caring for elderly parents. Findings from
the study are particularly relevant given
the private and public concerns related
to the provision of a range of services
and supports to a population that is
ageing.

In late 1997 case studies were undertaken
to explore in greater depth aspects of
intergenerational relations and
exchange in later life. The case studies
will be presented in a Working Paper in
late 1998.

A number of papers have been prepared
and presented at national conferences
and appeared in Family Matters, or have
been published as Working Papers. The
issues examined included: an overview of
families in later life, families and
retirement, the impacts of marital status
on intergenerational transfers from
parents to children and children to
parents, marriage relationships in later
life and aspects of grandparenting.
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Research, Service Review and Evaluation

Australian Living Standards

Following on from earlier Institute work on the living standards of families in Australia,
a number of projects and contracts have examined the economic and social wellbeing
of Australian families in a variety of economic and family situations.

Exploring Living Standards

This project is designed to identify key
components of living standards and the
interrelationships between these
components for groups of parents and
adolescents in different circumstances.
Research is based on the Australian Living
Standards Study (ALSS), a national study
of more than 5,000 families.

Analysis for 1997-98 resulted in articles
in Family Maiters and conference papers
covering the following issues: the
relationship between parents’ English
language skills and aspects of living
standards of parents and adolescent
children; links between parent-adolescent
relationships and health and wellbeing
of fathers, mothers and adolescents; and
the relationship between adolescents’
propensity to confide in mothers, fathers
and peers and their personal wellbeing.

An additional report is being prepared
for the Institute conference in
November on the links between financial
circumstances and other spheres of life,
including the family, for the personal
wellbeing of parents.

Newtown Revisited

Newtown Revisited is a collaborative
research project between the Australian
Institute of Family Studies and the
University of Newcastle, examining
changes in family and community life
between 1966 and 1991. The suburb at
the centre of the study was developed
by the Victorian Housing Commission
in the 1950s, in response to a need to
provide accommodation for young
families near newly established manufac-
turing plants.

Newtown was the site of a community
study undertaken by Lois Bryson and
Faith Thompson (then of Monash
University) in 1966, published under
the title, An Australian Newlown: Life

and Leadership in a Working Class Suburb
(Penguin 1972; Kibble Books 1976), and
was one of the areas included in the
Institute’s Australian Living Standards
Study.

These two data sets provide the starting
point for an analysis across time of how
family life has changed in a working class
suburb. In particular, the analysis focuses
on the impact of a sectoral shift from a
manufacturing to a service economy,
changes in the nature of welfare services,
and demographic diversification.

A paper from the project was delivered
at Professor Bryson’s retirement
conference and a further paper has
been published in an international
refereed journal. Allen and Unwin will
publish a monograph from the project,
entitled Social Change, Suburban Lives in
January 1999.

Costs of Children in Australia

Since 1991 the Institute has published
updated estimates of the Costs of Children
in its journal Family Matters. Based on
data collected in the 1980s, the Institute
has updated Lovering’s ‘basket of goods’
using the Consumer Price Index, and
Lee’s expenditure survey data using the
Average Weekly Earnings. While these
updates remain the best available data,
the Institute recognises that they may
not adequately reflect changes in
spending patterns and commodity use
that have taken place over the years.
Accordingly, the Institute is in the
process of re-evaluating the methodology
for estimating the cost of children.
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Research, Service Review and Evaluation

Family Trends Monitoring

The family trends monitoring aspect of the Institute’s Research, Service Review and
Evaluation Program provides insight into patterns of family change and a demographic
context within which the Institute’s other research projects can be placed.

ABS Consultations

Liaison has been maintained with the
Australian Bureau of Statistics (ABS)
in the areas of families, labour force,
income, Census and other data
collections, with opportunities for
more detailed consultations on data
needs in these areas.

Indicators of Wellbeing
for Children

The development of indicators of
wellbeing for children and young people
requires looking beyond some of the
measures which have been standard,
such as infant mortality, number of single
parent families, numbers of immunised
children and other information in
existing collections.

This project is developing a model
which captures the major elements of
children’s lives as well as reflecting the
key issues of the UN Convention on the
Rights of the Child. The project is also
looking at how we might best understand
the expectations of children’s developing
contribution towards their families and
the community.

A considerable body of international and
Australian literature has been reviewed
for fitting to the model, and an analysis
of the data collected by the Institute in
the early 1990s for the Australian Living
Standards Study has been conducted,
using the model as a basis for outcome
measures. Collaboration with the Family
Statistics Unit at the Australian Bureau of
Statistics, who are also developing a
publication on children, has been
maintained during the year to ensure
minimal duplication but maximal
common understanding of data
collection issues.

Regional Families

The issues of location and concentration
of families require a particular approach
to the collection and analysis of data.
This project used Census data to analyse
patterns of distribution of characteristics
of young people, parents, children and
the elderly according to the type of
location of residence.

During the year the Institute was
represented on the advisory committee
established by the Australian Bureau of
Statistics to review the Australian
Standard Geographic Classification and
at a workshop on Geographic
Information Systems and health.
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Research, Service Review and Evaluation

Computer Assisted Telephone

Interviewing Unit

The Institute’s Research, Service Review and Evaluation Program maintains a Computer
Assisted Telephone Interviewing (CATI) unit, providing expertise in questionnaire
design, programming, interviewing, data entry and project management.

In 1997-98, CATI facilities were contract-
ed to a number of contract research
projects. In June, a survey of carers was
commenced for the Department of
Social Security with the aim of interview-
ing 400 randomly selected respondents
who are caring for someone who is

frail aged, or who has a disability or a
long-term illness.

Also in June, the third wave of the
Healthy Behaviours and Outcomes of
Ageing Project, for the Lincoln
Gerontology Centre at La Trobe
University, was commenced. This project
surveys physical, emotional and social
wellbeing of approximately 800 older
Victorians.

Two new projects are in the planning
stages for commencement early in the
next financial year — another project for
the Lincoln Gerontology Centre to look
at people’s experiences of retirement
before and after they leave work, and a
project for the Sociology Program at the
University of Melbourne to survey
residents of two Melbourne suburbs
about their attachment to their
neighbourhood.

CATI facilities have also been used by
Institute researchers to interview
respondents participating in the
Looking After Children Evaluation,

and the Family and Neighbourhood
Links Evaluation — both for the
Department of Human Services Victoria.

Last November, 66 in-depth interviews
were conducted by the CATT unit as
part of the Institute’s Housing Across
the Life Course project. This was the
first time CATT had been used to collect
qualitative information.

Other Institute projects that used CATI
resources over the year were: the
National Child Protection Clearing
House, the National Youth Suicide
Prevention Project, and the Parenting-21
Project (all for data entry); and the
Australian Family Life Course Study, and
the Australian Divorce Transitions
Project (both for occupation coding).

Abuse Prevention Strategy;

e the provision of a network and resources to support the National
Youth Suicide Prevention Strategy Communication Project.




Information, Dissemination and Marketing

Publishing

The Publishing unit documents Institute research findings and other family-related
research in Australia and overseas in a variety of publications designed for the widest
possible audience. Institute work informs: governments, for use in policy review; the
academic community, for research and teaching purposes; the ‘helping’ professions,
for their work with and for families; and the wider community, to assist their
understanding of family and societal change.

The publishing program includes the
Institute’s flagship publication and
primary dissemination medium Family
Madters, and a range of titles published
under the Institute imprint or in
conjunction with other organisations
and commercial publishing houses. In
addition, research undertaken by Institute
staff, or by external researchers using
Institute data, is commonly published in
journals and conference proceedings, or
appears in major Institute reports. Staff
publications are listed by author name in
Section 6 of this Annual Report.

Family Matters

Family Matters is the Institute’s research
journal, produced in magazine format.
Published three times a year (Winter,
Spring/Summer and Autumn), Family
Matters informs its local and international
readership about Institute and other
family-related research. Acceptance of all
Family Matters articles is subject to a
formal review process.

The content reflects a balanced mix of
articles and includes: research papers;
regular columns on family research in
Australia and overseas; diverse perspec-
tives and analyses of family-related
research and policy options; regular
informational columns, including an
occasional column reporting on Family
Court activities; a ‘book notes’ section on
recently released publications and other
material received by the Institute; and a
comprehensive listing of forthcoming
family-related conferences, seminars and
workshops. The journal strives to main-
tain high quality reader{riendly text,

with the design and format meeting the
highest professional standards.

In 1997-98, in accordance with Institute
policy, Family Matters continued to pub-
lish the work of external authors as well
as report directly on Institute work.

* Family Matters no.47, Winter 1997,
featured articles presenting new findings
from the Institute’s Australian Family
Life Course Study, on cohabitation and
marriage relationships, and from the
Institute’s Later Life Families Study on
the experiences and expectations of
older couples aged 50-70 years. Other
feature articles looked at the aspirations
of migrant adolescents and parents,
from the Institute’s Australian Living
Standards Study, and social polarisation
in a suburban community — the fourth in
a series of articles from the Newtown
Revisited Project.

 Family Matters no.48, Spring/Summer
1997, with its focus on family values,
featured an article on the role of fathers
relative to mothers and friends as confi-
dants for adolescents, which reported
findings from the Institute’s Australian
Living Standards Study. Also included
was a paper on the influence of family
relationships on later life, from the
Institute’s Later Life Families Study, and
an article on work and family values,
preferences and practice, from the
Institute’s Australian Family Life Course
Study.

* Family Matters no.49, Autumn 1998,
featured papers on the theme of children
and young people. Included were feature
articles on the social environments and
the emotional wellbeing of young
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people, the geographies of exclusion
and young people’s perceptions and use
of public space, and adolescents’ percep-
tions of self, work and future.

New Releases

In addition to three editions of Family
Matters and the 1996-97 Annual Report,
the following publications were released
during the year.

Working Papers

The Working Paper series is designed to
enable the rapid dissemination, during
the course of a project, of Institute
research findings to practitioners, policy
makers and the research community, in
order to encourage dialogue with
research and policy communities and
thus obtain review and feedback about
the nature, direction and quality of
Institute research.

¢ Social Polarisation and Housing Careers:
Exploring the Intervelationship of Labour and
Housing Markets in Australia, Working
Paper no. 13, by Ian Winter and Wendy
Stone. The paper draws on data from
the Institute’s 1996 survey of a national
random sample of 2685 respondents
aged 25-70 years to examine access to
home ownership in the context of
changing labour market opportunities.
By exploring the interrelationship of
labour and housing markets, the paper
investigates whether home ownership in
Australia continues to play a role in
social redistribution.

 Families in Later Life: Dimensions of
Retirement, Working Paper no. 14, by
Ilene Wolcott. The paper, based on data
collected from the Institute’s 1996 Later
Life Families Study, explores aspects of
retirement and family relationships in
the lives of men and women aged 50-70
years. The linkages between family cir-
cumstances and retirement expectations
and experiences are related to policy
implications for the provision of a range
of government benefits and community
services.

Information, Dissemination and Marketing

Briefing Papers

The Australian Family Briefing series is
designed to present information about
research findings to relevant key audi-

ences in a form that is succinct, timely,
policy-relevant and media-friendly.

o Work and Family Values, Preferences and
Practice, Australian Family Briefing no. 4,
by Helen Glezer and Ilene Wolcott. The
paper presents initial findings from the
Institute’s Australian Family Life Course
Study which highlight the ways that
parents’ workforce participation is
influenced by the values and preferences
they hold for combining work and
family life.

Diary of Social Legislation and Policy
The annual Diary, edited by Deborah
Whithear, was published jointly with

the Social Policy and Research Centre
and the Australian Institute of Health
and Welfare in mid-1997. The Diary
summarised federal legislative and policy
developments for 1996 in the areas of
community and family services, education,
employment and training, family law and
policy, health, housing, immigration,
and social security.

Youth Suicide Prevention Publications

A major publication has been released
from the National Youth Suicide
Prevention Strategy conducted by the
Institute.

¢ Youth Suicide Prevention: Programs and
Activities: National Stocktake, March 1998,
compiled by the Australian Institute of
Family Studies. The results of this survey
is a directory of youth-related suicide
prevention programs and activities across
all states and territories. This substantial
publication comprises 352 A4-size pages,
containing 853 entries, the survey
questionnaire, and three indexes.

National Child Protection Clearing

Works in Progress

During the year editorial work was
completed on a major new book being
prepared by the Institute for publication
early in 1999 in conjunction with the
publisher Allen & Unwin. Social Change,
Suburban Lives: An Australian Newtown
1960s—1990s, by Lois Bryson and
Institute researcher Ian Winter, provides
a picture of change and continuity in
suburban living, and explores the impact

of economic, social and political trends
over the past 30 years in key areas such
as employment, income and housing.

Staffing

A significant change occurred in
Publishing staffing during the year. With
the resignation of the Assistant Editor
in October, management decided to
trial an arrangement whereby desktop
publishing, proof reading and editing
assistance is contracted out, or
performed by consultants in-house.
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Marketing and Communications

The Marketing and Communications unit promotes the Australian Institute of Family
Studies to the community through the marketing and distribution of Institute research
products, media liaison and public information dissemination, and through the
administration and promotion of Institute conferences and seminars.

Institute Conference

Plans are well under way for the
Institute’s sixth Conference — Changing
Families, Challenging Futures — to be
held at the Carlton Crest Hotel in
Melbourne between 25-27 November
1998.

With over 180 applications to present
material, and 150 accepted for presenta-
tion, the program promises to be of
interest to a wide range of people
involved in family research, policy and
service provision.

Two or three strongly represented sub-
themes have emerged in the program.
There will be a series of papers and
symposia addressing the theme of
family self-reliance and independence,
and the changing nature of the
welfare state as it relates to families.
Other sub-themes are: the effects of
divorce on family members; the
balance between work and family in a
rapidly changing labor market; and
the impacts of change on rural and
older families. Several presenters will
address the issue of linking policy
development to research and service
delivery.

Media Liaison

The print and electronic media are a
major forum for discussion of family
issues in Australia. The media are an
important means by which Institute
research findings are communicated
to the community. The Institute’s
Family Information Centre,
researchers and the Marketing
Manager are also key sources of infor-
mation about families for the media

and act as a referral point to relevant
agencies and researchers outside the
Institute.

In 1997-98, media outlets made over
900 requests for information or com-
ment from the Institute. More than 250
reports or articles which made use of
Institute research findings and expertise
were recorded in print and electronic
media during the year.

Media coverage was evenly spread across
all states and territories of Australia, and
in regional as well as urban areas. The
number of feature articles which drew
upon Institute research and expertise
grew during the year, with research in
the areas of work and family and housing
informing a number of ongoing
discussions in the media.

The issues which generated the greatest
number of media reports were: the work
preferences of women with children;
access to home ownership for young
families; family values; marriage and
cohabitation; child abuse; the costs of
children; and the changing demographics
of Australian families.

The release of each of three very strong
editions of Family Matters, in April,
August and December, and the
publication in September of the Briefing
Paper entitled ‘Work and family values,
preferences and practice’, and, in
March, the Working Paper entitled ‘Social
polarisation and housing careers’, were
the busiest times for media coverage.
Each edition of Family Matters contained
at least one, and in some cases several
articles which generated a great deal of
media interest, reports and radio
interviews for Institute researchers.
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Marketing and Distribution

The resumption of the Australian Family
Briefing and Working Paper series saw
the marketing and communications
focus shift from sales to a wider distribu-
tion of free publications for much of
1997-98.

Publications revenue met budget expec-
tations, thanks largely to continuing
strong sales of last year’s Australian Family
Profiles. Total revenue from book sales
was $50,208.

Almost 4300 copies of each of the three
editions of the Institute’s journal Family
Maiters were distributed, with 3300 of
these representing paid subscriptions.

Total revenue from Family Maiters was
$97,890.

It is hoped that circulation in 1998-99
will be boosted by interest in the
Institute’s Conference later this year, and
also by the flow-on effects of the release
of new publications throughout the year.
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Family Information Centre

The objectives of the Family Information Centre (FIC) are to support the work of the
Institute and provide a national information resource on the family by collecting
family-related information and making it available as widely and cost-efficiently as

possible.

The Institute’s reference and research
library specialises in issues impacting on
the family. These include child develop-
ment and psychology, family dynamics
and relationships, divorce, family law,
social justice, social problems, living
standards, family economics and
research methodology. The Family
Information Centre hosts the National
Child Protection Clearing House and
holds a comprehensive collection on all
aspects of child protection and child
abuse prevention.

Family Information
Centre Clients

The Family Information Centre supports
the work and mission of the Institute,
and is an important resource for the
wider community. Clients include
representatives of government and non-
government organisations, policy makers
and analysts, practitioners in the social
service, medical and legal fields,
researchers, teachers and students, and
the media.

Collection and Catalogue

The Family Information Centre’s cata-
logue is now searchable on the Internet,
and therefore widely available. The
library collection grew at a rate of over
200 items per month. Holdings (or
interim records plus holdings) of all
monographs, series publications and
journals are added to the Australian
Bibliographic Network where they are
accessible to Australian libraries on the
Network. The Institute is a full partici-
pant in the Australian Bibliographic
Network, and contributes original

cataloguing to the Australian
Bibliographic Network for that part of
the collection not held by other libraries.

The version of the catalogue used by

the Institute’s staff consists of a database,
one element of which is the traditional
catalogue, and the second a database of
international journal articles and book
chapters. The database has been
designed so that items can be downloaded
to researchers’ individual bibliographic
databases.

Databases

Institute staff have desktop access to
statistical, bibliographic and network-
type information in in-house automated
databases. These are complemented,
when necessary, by literature searches of
external databases.

Reference /Information
Service

A reference and information service is
provided to the general public during
normal business hours. An appointment
system is used for visitors to regulate
service use and increase efficiency in
service provision.

During 1997-98, a total of 2791 requests
for information were received by the
Information Service, the largest propor-
tion being by phone (68 per cent). This
figure represents a small increase in
service use compared with the previous
year. With the decentralising of access to
products through their increased online
availability via the Internet, direct use of
the Family Information Centre is not
expected to increase significantly.
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Document Delivery

Document supply/delivery transactions
for 1997-98 totalled 3275, a small
increase from the previous year. As
Australian libraries continue to cancel
journal titles, commercial document
delivery services are being used increas-
ingly to provide materials to Institute
staff. The Family Information Centre
continues to function as a net lender to
other libraries and 70 per cent of its
transactions resulted from requests from
other libraries. Of these, 53 per cent
come from outside Victoria, reflecting
the Institute’s national focus.

Current Awareness

Institute researchers are kept abreast of
the latest publications and developments
in their respective research areas and are
notified of new legislation and policy.
Electronic current awareness services
provide them with journals’ tables of
contents, and an email bulletin of new
items received by the Family Information
Centre is supplied monthly.

Internet

The Internet is now heavily relied upon
as an information resource for reference
and acquisitions, and as a medium for
performing library functions and
services, such as cataloguing and online
searching.
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Information Development

The role of the Information Development unit is to develop methods to facilitate
information dissemination of Institute research and other Australian family research
and information so that access is available to all Institute clients. Increasingly, the focus
is on electronic means of dissemination for reasons of efficiency and effectiveness. The
investigation and development of electronic resources to support Institute research
activities is also an aspect of this unit’s work.

Activities which have been designed to
achieve these objectives during the
1997-98 year are: the continued produc-
tion and dissemination of the Institute’s
database Australian Family & Society
Abstracts; the ongoing compilation of
Family Thesaurus; the coordination and
production of the annual Diary of Social
Legislation and Policy; the development
and maintenance of databases special
projects; the continuing development of
the Institute’s World Wide Web site and
sites for the National Child Protection
Clearing House and the National Youth
Suicide Prevention Strategy
Communication Project; the development
and publishing of the second edition of
the Australian Family Resources CD-ROM in
association with RMIT Publishing.

Australian Family & Society
Abstracts

The Institute’s Australian Family & Sociely
Abstracts (AF&SA) database project
began in 1983 with the aim of providing
Australia-wide and international access to
information and research on Australian
family issues. The database is a comput-
erbased index to the research, policy
and practice literature about Australian
families and the social issues that affect
them.

Australian Family & Society Abstracts is now
an established information resource in
the social sciences and one of a number
of national bibliographic databases
which together provide access to
Australia’s research literature. Public
access to AF&SA is available on the:
National Library’s Ozline online service

of research databases; Australian social
sciences CD-ROM, AUSTROM,; US
Family Studies Database CD-ROM; and
the National Information Services
Corporation Biblioline Internet service.

During the year the Institute was invited
to submit subject specific subsets from
the database to two new RMIT
Publishing CD-ROM products:
AustHealth, which includes the
Australian Medical Index and other
health related databases; and ATSI
ROM, an Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander CD-ROM.

In addition to the routine maintenance
requirements of the database, a major
revamp of the ‘date fields” has been
achieved this year to accommodate the
year 2000. In databases like AF&SA,
‘date fields” allow a range of operations
including refining subject searches to
particular time periods, recording the
date a record was entered, or when
modifications should be notified to
external providers.

Database Development

Database work has fallen into two
categories. First, the creation of new
databases, and second, the tailoring of
existing databases for online access from
the Institute’s web site. New databases
have been developed for the Youth
Suicide Prevention Communication
Project Stocktake and for the analysis of
the Stocktake, and a separate database
has been created for the full text of
Institute publications (previously part of
AF&SA). Databases made available for
searching from the Institute’s web site
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are the research library catalogue, the
National Child Protection Clearing
House Programs database and the Youth
Suicide Prevention Programs and
Activities database.

Diary of Social Legislation
and Policy

The final volume of the annual Diary of
Social Legislation and Policy was published
in 1997 bringing to the end a publishing
project which has involved the contribu-
tions and cooperation of a number of
Australian social science research centres
over the past 17 years. Budgetary restric-
tions and competing demands on staff
time have made commitment to the pro-
ject for some organisations increasingly
difficult, to a point where the project
could no longer continue.

The purpose of the Diary was to record
changes and developments made during
the preceding year relating to the devel-
opment of new policy and legislation,
funding of government programs, and
recommendations for changes in policy
and legislation from reviews, inquiries
and commissioned research.

From its inception in 1980 the Diary was
produced as a cooperative venture. The
initial partners were the Institute of
Applied Economic and Social Research,
Melbourne University, the Social Policy
Research Centre at the University of New
South Wales and the Australian Institute
of Family Studies. In 1995 the National
Institute of Economic and Industry
Research (which had taken over from
IAESR) withdrew from the partnership
and the Australian Institute of Health
and Welfare took its place. Costs of print-
ing the Diary were shared by the partners
and in the early years the partners
contributed all the chapters. In more
recent years chapters have been compiled
by other research centres including the
Bureau of Immigration, Multicultural
and Population Research, the Centre for
Labour Studies at the University of
Adelaide, and the Australian Council for
Educational Research.

From an historic perspective it is regret-
table to see the Diary project come to an
end after 17 years. However, during that
period the development of electronic
dissemination of information has created
alternative options for monitoring social
policy and legislation. Increasingly
government departments at federal

and state levels have a presence on the
Internet and many are now offering
policy papers, reports, budget statements
and media releases. As a consequence,
the Institute’s Web Development staff are
exploring alternative approaches for
monitoring social policy and legislation
drawing on resources of the Internet.

Internet Project

The Institute’s Web site was established
in March 1996 (http://www.aifs.org.au).
This is an ongoing project and a means
of reporting on the Institute’s programs
and activities, of disseminating informa-
tion from its databases, publications and
resource collections, and promoting the
development of networks with other
organisations concerned with family
research and policy.

New developments during the 1997-98
year have been: a weekly current journal
abstracts service from the Australian
Family & Society Abstracts database; access
to three searchable databases; informa-
tion about the Institute’s November 1998
family research conference and an
interactive form for conference paper
proposals; a directory of Australian and
International organisations concerned
with child abuse prevention; a Child and
Family Electronic Dictionary; regularly
updated listings of forthcoming confer-
ences, seminars, courses and training on
family related topics; and a ‘links’ page
which identifies useful Internet sites
world wide to support the work of the
Institute and others involved in family
research and policy. An average of
approximately 1200 visitors per month
have accessed the site.

A web site has been developed for the
National Youth Suicide Prevention
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Strategy Communication Project
(http://www.aifs.org.au/external /ysp/).
The site offers information on State
strategies, updates from the
Commonwealth Strategy, statistics, bibli-
ographies, links to other Australian and
overseas web sites, a mailing list form,
telephone help numbers in Australia
and other countries, forthcoming
conferences and seminars, access to

the Stocktake database, and an email
discussion list for people working to
prevent youth suicide.

The Institute’s involvement in the
Children’s House in Cyberspace project
has continued with responsibility for
developing and updating the Information
Resources page in the Children’s House
(http://childhouse.uio.no). From
October 1997 the page has been loaded
on the Institute’s server thus eliminating
the need to send updates to Childwatch
International in Norway and facilitating
more regular updating.

Australian Family Resources
on CD-ROM

Following the success of the Australian
Family Resources on CD-ROM published in
1994, contributions were invited for a
second edition to be published in associ-
ation with RMIT Publishing in May 1998.

The CD-ROM contains a searchable
database of more than 1000 citations

and abstracts with attached full text
images of journal articles, research and
discussion papers, policy submissions
and fact sheets. Other features include
publications from the National Child
Protection Clearing House and the
Child Abuse Prevention Programs
database; the full text of the Institute’s
demographic report Australian Family
Profiles, and a collection of useful family
research and policy Web sites which can
be activated directly from the CD-ROM.

The purpose of the original CD-ROM
compiled in the International Year of the
Family was to highlight the work of a
number of Australian organisations
working to support children and families.
This focus is continued in the second
edition and, in addition to the Institute,
contributing organisations are:
Australian Council of Social Service;
Australian Institute of Criminology;
Brotherhood of St Laurence; Centre for
Rural Social Research, Charles Sturt
University; Council on the Ageing
(Australia); Family Life Movement of
Australia; Family Planning Association of
NSW; National Child Protection
Clearing House; Oz Child: National
Children’s Bureau of Australia; School of
Behavioural Health Sciences, L.a Trobe
University; Youth Action and Policy
Association (NSW); and, Youth Affairs
Council of Victoria.
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National Child Protection Clearing House

The Mission of the National Child Protection Clearing House is to help create an
environment which helps families and communities care for and protect children.

The National Child Protection Clearing
House is an informational and advisory
resource on child abuse prevention,
child protection and associated family
violence, and forms the hub of a
network of people concerned about
preventing child abuse and neglect.

In a two-way relationship with the com-
munity concerned with child abuse and
neglect, and its prevention, the National
Clearing House collects, shares, monitors
and distributes information and
resources on the latest developments in
the prevention of child abuse and
neglect. Primary target groups are those
with a major interest in child abuse
prevention, such as policy makers and
analysts, those working with ‘at risk’ or
abused children and their families, and
researchers. Other target groups are
those with a secondary interest in child
abuse prevention, such as teachers,
doctors and students.

There are four major Clearing House
functions — repository, databases,
networking/outreach and advisory.

Repository

Professionals in the field of child abuse
and neglect prevention need access to
the best and latest information to help
them with their work. To satisfy this
objective, the Clearing House compiles
and catalogues a comprehensive
collection that reflects current research,
publication and thinking on child abuse
prevention.

The following acquisition strategies are
vigorously pursued. All Australian mate-
rials related to the topic (such as books,
reports, journals, newsletters and videos)
are collected. All overseas English
language journals/newsletters with a sub-

stantial focus on child abuse prevention
are acquired. Materials are acquired in
all formats — books, manuals, periodicals,
audio-~visual material, and electronic.

Currently the Clearing House holds
over 3000 items directly related to child
abuse/neglect. Details of all materials
acquired are added to an online
catalogue, which is accessible to visitors
to the Institute and to visitors to the
Institute’s Internet site. Users of the
advisory service are supplied with print-
outs of catalogue sections on demand.
A regular current awareness feature
detailing new acquisitions appears in the
National Child Protection Newsletter.

Databases

To enable information about child
abuse prevention materials to be widely
disseminated, details are added to the
Institute’s Australian Family & Society
Abstracts Database which holds over 3000
fully abstracted database items directly
related to the child abuse/neglect area,
and more items of indirect relevance.

In addition, two in-house databases
are maintained. The first is Child Abuse
Prevention Programs, a record of current
Australian child abuse prevention
programs, which now contains 626
items. The database was expanded
during the last year by the addition of
information on New South Wales
programs provided by the NSW Child
Protection Council; in consequence,
the New South Wales component of
the database is now the most compre-
hensive and sets the benchmark for
the level of coverage to be achieved
for other states. The second in-house
database is Research-in-Progress, which
holds 51 items on research currently
addressing child abuse and neglect.
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Access to in-house databases is provided
in a number of ways: first, the Programs
database is mounted on the Internet site;
second, clients without Internet access
may ring the NCH advisory service for
customised printouts from the databases;
third, visitors to the Institute may search
the databases on a computer terminal;
and fourth, the databases will be included
in the new CD-ROM being prepared by
the Institute — Australian Family Resources
(2nd edition).

Networking and Outreach

The networking/outreach function links
clients with the Clearing House’s infor-
mational resources and with each other.
The network has grown to 4281 during
this year.

With the literature on child abuse
prevention growing exponentially, the
Clearing House fulfils an important role
by analysing and summarising much of
this material in manageable and intelligi-
ble ‘bites’ in its various publications.
Publications are produced in both
traditional paper and various electronic
formats, and each year two Newsletters
and two Issues Papers are published and
distributed free to clients.

An Internet site has been established
for the Clearing House, with features
including the full text of all Clearing
House publications, dates for forth-
coming conferences, regularly updated
bibliographies on the topic, and access
to the Child Abuse Prevention Programs
Database. The Internet site has been
accessed 3434 times over the year.

Advisory Function

General queries are handled by the
Family Information Centre with an infor-
mation desk staffed during office hours
to answer queries by telephone, fax, mail,
email, or in person. Requests for more
specialised information are referred to the
Research Advisor. This service is well used
with over 500 requests for advice/informa-
tion during the year.

Information, Dissemination and Marketing

Analysis of records confirms that the
service is used most intensively by the
primary Clearing House target groups —
government officers, helping profession-
als, and researchers — in the following
proportions: helping organisations 32.1
per cent; government officers 24.5 per
cent; researchers/academics 23.6 per
cent; students 10.3 per cent; other 4.4
per cent; and media 4.1 per cent.

Research Advisor

Mr Adam Tomison, the Research
Advisor for the National Child
Protection Clearing House, is a
researcher specialising in the field of
child abuse prevention, child abuse

and associated family violence. The
Research Advisor role provides research
direction to all Clearing House activities.
In particular, the Research Advisor writes
the majority of the Clearing House
publications produced each year, and has
primary responsibility for the network-
ing/outreach and advisory functions. To
that end specialist advice and information
is provided to all levels of government,
the academic community, non-
government agencies, community
organisations, members of the helping
professions, students and the general
public. This includes, linking individuals
and agencies with similar interests, the
development of comprehensive
literature searches, detailed analysis

and interpretation of current issues in
child abuse prevention, informing
program development and current
practice, and providing advice on
research methodology and program
evaluations.

As part of the networking/outreach
function the Research Advisor provides a
visible presence at numerous workshops,
conferences and related activities,
presenting papers and seminars upon
request. Further, the Research Advisor
sits, in various capacities, on a number of
state-based and national advisory groups
and committees committed to child
abuse prevention or the improvement of
the current child protection system.
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Proposed Future
Developments

To enhance visibility and to bring repre-
sentation of other states and territories
into line with that of New South Wales,
the Clearing House plans to carry out a
large-scale national audit of child abuse
prevention programs.

An effective way for professionals in any
field to network, is by participating in an
Internet discussion list, in which issues
are explored, enquiries are made and
responses are given. The Clearing House

proposes to establish such a list for
Australian workers in the field of child
abuse prevention.

A further appropriate role for the
Clearing House would be for the devel-
opment and promotion of appropriate
evaluation strategies and the subsequent
dissemination of best practice informa-
tion. This strategy would be aimed par-
ticularly at the non-government agencies
and larger community groups who are
currently providing, or plan to provide,
some form of child abuse prevention
actvity.
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National Youth Suicide Prevention Strategy:

Communication Project

As part of the National Youth Suicide Prevention Strategy, the Commonwealth
Government has engaged the Australian Institute of Family Studies to address the
information and communication needs of those involved in youth suicide prevention.
The Project includes National Stocktakes of Youth Suicide Prevention Activities, a
Communications Strategy, a Clearinghouse role and an Evaluation of the National Youth

Suicide Prevention Strategy.

Stocktakes of Youth Suicide
Prevention Activities

In collaboration with representatives
from state and territory health and
community services departments, the
Australian Institute of Family Studies
conducted a national stocktake of youth
suicide prevention activities within
Commonwealth and State government,
non-government and private sectors.

Stocktake information was entered into
a database, which now contains data on
more than 850 programs or activities
Australia wide. Title, organisation
responsible, contact person, funding,
target group, geographic area and
description are provided for each
program. The database was made avail-
able on the Institute’s Internet site in
January 1998, and is being updated with
additions or modifications as necessary
throughout 1998. A published version of
the Stocktake was distributed to partici-
pants and to selected stakeholders. The
stocktake will be repeated in early 1999.

Communications Strategy

The first step in developing a communi-
cations strategy was an information
needs analysis to determine how
information might best be delivered to
stakeholders.

Information Audit

An informational brochure/questionnaire
was developed, to inform interested

people about the Communications
Project, to compile a mailing list, and to
use for an audit of information needs.
The project was advertised in the major
newspapers in each state and in Internet
discussion lists. A brochure/question-
naire was sent to those responding, and
to relevant mailing lists, resulting in
approximately 900 responses to the
information audit and a mailing list of
over 4000 people wishing to be kept
informed of developments in the
National Youth Suicide Prevention
Strategy.

Based on this information needs analysis,
the Institute project team developed a
communications strategy implemented
between January 1998 and June 1999,
with the following components.

Briefing Papers

Logo and design elements were devel-
oped for use in hard copy and electronic
publications. A series of briefing papers
on topics related to youth suicide
prevention have been planned as a vehicle
for publishing substantial articles, news
of developments in the field, notices

of coming events and details of new
publications.

Internet site

AYSP Internet site has been established
and will be updated as new information
becomes available. The site has been
visited over 12,000 times since 17 July
1997. Features include: the National
Stocktake of Suicide Prevention
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Activities; details of the youth suicide
prevention strategies of the states and
territories; links to telephone counselling
services for young people; links to other
sites; bibliographies; forthcoming confer-
ences; links to research organisations;
national and international resources;
and updates of progress on the National
Youth Suicide Prevention Strategy.

Discussion list

An email discussion list has been
developed to promote the exchange of
information between academics, profes-
sionals and researchers with an interest
in youth suicide prevention. Topics for
discussion may include research issues,
projects and methodology, development
of intervention programs, best practice
in youth suicide prevention, and
standard approaches to youth health
and young people in crisis or at risk of
suicide, notices about upcoming confer-
ences and workshops, and pointers to
new publications, online papers,
resources/links, and web sites. The list
is also used to raise questions, share
problems and relate concerns.

Seminars

A program of seminars has been
developed, with the aims of: first, bringing
together people who have been involved,
or have an interest in, youth suicide
prevention in particular settings, to share
experiences and exchange information;

and second, collecting information
about ways in which suicide can be more
effectively prevented among young
people in these settings. The first two
seminars have been held, one focusing
on the juvenile justice area, and the
second on rural areas.

Clearing House Function

The Institute has established a clearing
house service for youth suicide prevention
information. The aim is for a two-way
involvement with the community
concerned with youth suicide prevention,
and interested persons have been invited
to contribute articles, news items, and
notices about conferences and commu-
nications activities. The Institute is also
distributing regular updates on the
National Youth Suicide Prevention
Strategy prepared by the Mental Health
Branch of the Department of Health
and Family Services, as well as publications
emanating from the Strategy.

Evaluation

The Institute is responsible for undertak-
ing an overall evaluation of the National
Youth Suicide Prevention Strategy to

be completed by October 1999. An
evaluation plan has been developed,
accepted, and is being implemented.
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Administrative Services

The Administrative Services unit aims to clarify and adapt corporate planning
processes to the unique nature of the Institute as a research and public information

dissemination agency.

Workplace Relations Act

In accordance with the Workplace
Relations Act 1996, the Institute has
developed a workplace certified agree-
ment with staff. As the majority of staff
indicated a preference to be represented
by the Community and Public Sector
Union (CPSU), the agreement has been
developed in accordance with section
170 LJ of the Act.

A draft agreement at the proposal stage
was sent to the Department of
Workplace Relations and Small Business
(DWRSB) in February 1998. Their
comments, together with extensive
negotiations with staff and the CPSU,
has resulted in a final draft being
re-submitted to DWRSB on 23 June
1998. It is proposed that the agreement
will be certified by the Australian
Industrial Relations Commission in

July 1998.

APS Staffing Structure

A major feature of the Institute’s
proposed certified agreement will be the
implementation of the new eightlevel
Australian Public Service (APS) staffing
structure. The new structure will
incorporate academic classifications.

Financial Management

The Institute has just completed an
upgrade of its finance and accounting
system to make it Year 2000 compliant,
as well as to enhance a number of
features including more detailed bank
reconciliation reports. The new Human
Resource Management database has
been implemented and this provides for
a comprehensive range of information

on staff, salaries and positions, and
automatically calculates most leave
entitlements.

The Institute has closely reviewed its
financial management practices in
light of the new legislative framework
comprising the Commonwealth
Authorities and Companies Act and the
revised Audit Act. Overall the revised
legislation will have a significant
impact on the duties and responsibili-
ties of Board Members and officers,
and the general reporting requirements
of the Institute.

The Institute has now implemented
full accrual accounting on a monthly
basis, and as a result is developing
improved financial reports to senior
management and project managers.
The 1998-99 budget process is also
being set up on an accrual basis in
line with advice from the Department
of Finance and Administration and
the Accrual Budgeting Project Team.
The Institute has also completed a
review of the valuation of its fixed
assets, and is moving this financial
year to the deprival method of
valuation where appropriate.

In line with the Government’s
competition policy of making agencies
more accountable and commercially
viable, the Institute has reviewed the use
of existing customers in key cost areas
such as electricity supply and telecom-
munications. By adopting a business case
in purchasing these services the Institute
has achieved price discounts and
improvements in the delivery of the
services. The Institute has also been

able to take advantage of whole of
government discounts in several
administrative areas.
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Property Issues

Most of the outstanding building issues
detailed in the ten-year tenancy lease
effective from 1 March 1997 have been
addressed. These comprise the installa-
tion of the automatic front doors and
implementation of most of the recarpet-

ing. The recarpeting of the library will
be completed in July and a new air con-
ditioning unit is being installed for the
old building in 1998-99. Within the next
two months the Institute is implement
ing a new security system that will be
linked to the new automatic front doors.

Specific avenues for outside participation
include input by experts in design
seminars and steering groups of Institute
studies, external review of Institute
manuscripts prior to publication, Visiting
Fellows, and a periodic national Family
Research Conference.

The Institute’s Family Information

The officer
authorised to deny access to documents
is the Marketing Manager.
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Information Technology Services

The Information Technology Services unit strives to develop and support a reliable,
effective, efficient and easy to use computing environment contributing directly to the

productivity of the Institute.

Significant changes occurred in
Information Technology (IT) during
the year, with the Computer Assisted
Telephone Interviewing (CATI) function
moving to Research, and the rearrange-
ment of other IT services resulting in the
reclassification of the IT02 position to
ITOL.

Software was installed to enable selected
Family Information Centre databases to
be made available through the Internet.
Other software was installed to enable
the Institute to host and manage
Internet electronic mailing lists. The first
discussion list established is for the
National Youth Suicide Prevention
Strategy. Calendar management software
was installed to facilitate scheduling of
activities in the Institute while reducing
the administrative overhead of collecting
timesheet data.

A working party defined a more appro-
priate structure for computer storage of
Institute data, reflecting the needs of
staff for accessibility with security.
Assistance was also given to external
auditors producing an ‘Information
Protection Review’. Recommendations
of the review have been implemented.

Year 2000 compliance planning and
implementation was undertaken, with an
anticipation of minimal disruption to
Institute systems as we enter the new
millennium.

Considerable time was spent supervising
the installation of automatic doors at
reception in conjunction with planning
the replacement of the building security
system.

Information Technology staff also
supported a Web server for the Institute
and telephone systems including PABX
programming, voice mail and call
accounting software.

Communications hardware was installed
to enable secure access to the Institute
network via modem. New printers were
installed to replace slower and less
reliable ones. The computing hardware
at the Institute now consists of five Sun
Unix servers, 51 Apple Power Macintosh
computers, and four Windows PCs.
There is also a CATI facility consisting of
ten diskless PCs connected to a Novell
server. All computers are linked by a
local area network which is connected
through a firewall to the Internet.

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Notes to and Forming Part of the Financial Statements for
the Year Ended 30 June 1998

1. Statement of Accounting Policies

The Institute’s Financial Statements are a general purpose financial report. They
have been prepared in accordance with the Guidelines on Financial Statements of
Commonwealth Authorities issued by the Minister for Finance and Administration
which require compliance with, applicable Australian Accounting Standards,
Accounting Guidance Releases and other mandatory professional reporting require-
ments (including consensus views of the Urgent Issues Group). They also have regard
to the Statements of Accounting Concepts.

The major policy impacts on the Financial Statements for 1997/98 are the implemen-
tation of the Australian Accounting Standard AAS 33 dealing with reporting and
disclosure of Financial Instruments, and the progressive implementation of the
deprival method of valuing Property Plant and Equipment as commenced in 1996,/97.

The financial statements have been prepared on an accrual basis, are in accordance
with historical cost convention except for certain assets which as noted are at valuation.
Except where stated no allowance is made for the effect of changing prices on the
results or financial position. In particular the following accounting policies have been
consistently applied:-

(@) Infrastructure Plant and Equipment:

(i) taken over upon incorporation of the Institute have been stated at their book
value as at 24 June 1986;

(ii) acquired during the year at cost, and in the first 12 months of their use this
represents their value under the deprival method;

(iii) depreciation has been provided in order to write down assets to their realisable
value over the term of their expected useful lives. The useful life of computer
equipment is normally in the range of three to five years, however this is
reviewed annually. The following rates have been applied in most cases for
1997/98:-

Computer hardware — 20% straight line method
Computer software —33% straight line method
Office Equipment — 10% straight line method
Office furniture — 7.5% straight line method

(iv) all assets with a cost of less than $1,000 are expensed in the year of acquisition,
except where they form a group of similar items which are significant in total.

(v) In accordance with the change in the useful life definition under AAS 4
“Depreciation”, the useful life of a number of assets, particularly computer
equipment, has been altered (increased) since 1996,/97 resulting in adjustments
to depreciation of $18,062 in the 1996,/97. In 1997/98 the increase in the
useful lives of some assets will result in future adjustments to the depreciation
calculations of these assets, but result in no adjustments in the current period.

(vi) The Guidelines require that Property, Plant and Equipment be progressively
revalued in accordance with the deprival method of valuation (as set out in
the Guidelines on Accounting Policy for Valuation of Assets of Government
Enterprises) by 1 July 1999 and thereafter be revalued progressively on that
basis every three years.

The Institute is implementing its progressive valuations on the following basis:

¢ Computer and office equipment and software, which represent more than half of
the value of the Institute’s non current assets, are initially being revalued over the
financial years 1997/98 and 1998/99. The majority of the revaluation has been
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completed for inclusion in the 1997/98 Financial Statements. Other assets com-
prising Infrastructure and Leasehold Improvments will initially be revalued during
the 1998/99 financial year.

The application of the deprival method has resulted in the valuation of computer

equipment at its current market buying price. Very few assets in this category were

recognised as not being replaced or surplus to requirements at 30 June 1998, with
the impact on valuation not of a material nature. The valuation of computer assets
has resulted in a revaluation decrement or asset write off amounting to $47,292.

The valuations performed during 1997/98 were conducted internally, and utilised
pricing information on assets from reliable sources and suppliers used previously
by the Institute.

Stock
Stock is valued at the lower of cost or net realisable value (refer also to Note 9a).

Liability for Employee Entitlements

The liability for employee entitlements encompasses provisions for annual leave
and long service leave. No provision has been made for sick leave as all sick leave
is non vesting and the average sick leave taken by employees is less than the
annual entitlement for sick leave.

Liability for long service leave has been calculated at the net present value of
estimated future cash outflows for long service leave. In determining the present
value of the liability, attrition rates and pay increases through promotion and
inflation have been taken into account. Long service leave entitlements
amounting to $48,809 were paid during the year ($42,642 in 1996,/97). The
apportionment of liability between current and non-current is based on expected
payments as compared to legal liability.

The provision for annual leave reflects the value of total annual leave entitlements
of all employees at 30 June 1998 and recognised at its nominal value.

Cash

For the purposes of the Statement of Cash Flows cash includes deposits at call
which are readily convertible to cash and which are used in the cash management
function on a day to day basis.

Taxation
The Institute is exempt from all forms of taxation except fringe benefits tax.

Insurance

The Institute, as an organisation subject to the Commonwealth Authorities and
Companies Act, is expected to join the Commonwealth Government’s new man-
aged insurance fund, Comcover, from 1 October 1998.

Leases
Lease payments for operating leases are charged as expenses in the periods in
which they are incurred.

Bad and Doubtful Debts

Bad debts are written off during the year in which they are identified. A provision
is raised for doubtful debts, if considered necessary, based on a review of all
outstanding accounts at year end.

Other (Unexpended Advances)

Unexpended advances refer to annual magazine subscriptions for Family Matters,
comprising the issue of three publications per calendar year. They are brought to
account over the subscription period.
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(G) Comparative Figures
Where necessary, comparative figures have been adjusted to conform with
changes in presentation for the current financial year.

(k) Financial Instruments
Accounting policies in relation to financial instruments are dislcosed in Note 17.

(1) Economic Dependancy
The Institute is dependant on appropriations from Parliament to carry out its nor-
mal activities.

A study of parenting and child rearing among remote indigenous Australian
communities. Modification of research instruments for the project is currently
proceeding, with all field work to be completed during 1998, and some remaining
writing to be completed in 1999.

Project ADTP), $15,000 (1997 Nil). A project, commenced during 1997/98 and soon
to finish, to conduct a telephone survey and inquiry into the possible connection
between the existence of violence in a relationship and economic outcomes for
women post separation or divorce.
